Peter J. Potter is Editor-in-Chief of Cornell University Press--a position he has held

since April 2006. Previously he was Associate Director & Editor-in-Chief at Penn State

University Press, where he was responsible for electronic publishing initiatives with the

University Libraries. A historian by training, he received his B.A. from Virginia Tech

and his M.A. from the University of Virginia.

Mark Sandler is the Director of the Center for Library Initiatives at the Committee on

Institutional Cooperation (CIC). Prior to assuming this role at the CIC, he served as

Collection Development Officer at the University of Michigan University Library where

he worked for more than twenty years.
